Why does my laptop battery lose power over

time?
 

Over time, laptop batteries lose their ability to hold a charge. This is a normal
occurrence and is common to all rechargeable laptop batteries. Most notebook
batteries today are made with advanced materials that hold their charge much
longer than earlier technologies used just a few years ago. Even so, the life of a
laptop battery today will be approximately 500 recharges. For most users, 2- 3
years is a typical life expectancy of a laptop battery.
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
